This dataset contains 2 unique sets of shapefiles for each of the 51 boreal caribou ranges across Canada. In June 2012 updated range boundaries were finalized, including changes to ranges in NWT, British Columbia, Saskatchewan, Manitoba and Labrador.
Files named *_Anthropogenic_Disturbance_Footprint contain footprint of only anthropogenic disturbances, mapped as described in accompanying documentation, with a 500m radius buffer applied. Files for updated ranges include “_UPDATED_2012” in their filenames, with all other range information remaining identical to the initial data release.
Files named *_Anthropogenic_and_40YrFire_Disturbance_Footprint contain the same footprint but with 1970-2010 fire polygons incorporated, providing the total landscape disturbance footprint. Fire data was provided by individual provinces/jurisdictions. Files for updated ranges include “_UPDATED_2012” in their filenames, with all other range information remaining identical to the initial data release.
In addition to these shapefiles, we have included various pieces of metadata/documentation describing the creation of the anthropogenic disturbance datasets.

The shapefile Boreal_Caribou_Range_Boundaries_AsOfJune62012 provides the most up-to-date range boundaries used by Environment Canada for the National Recovery Strategy (Environment Canada 2012) with the range names corresponding to each disturbance footprint dataset. The previous range boundaries have also been included for reference (Boreal_Caribou_Range_Boundaries_AsOfAug292011). This original boundary file was used in the 2011 science assessment (Environment Canada, 2011).
